And how do we as affluent Canadians put ourselves in the shoes of children who
wonder when | don’t have a home, or a chimney, will St. Nicholas ever come? Yes,
middle class Canadians are affluent by the standards of the whole world and yet
we try the best we can to understand what it's like to be poor. The closest | can
come is remembering my mother’s old coat that she remade for me to wear to
church. 1 didn't like it or the fact that my aunt would always buy my snowsuits. No,
we were not poor by any stretch of the imagination, not poor like those who had
their belongings put out on the street for nonpayment of rent!

We will never consider ourselves poor. We know how to make connections; how to
move in and out of systems; how to fill out forms and applications or whatever else
is needed. So often, despite the fact that many people are literate, the system
throws up barriers to the poor — forms that are complicated, offices to visit that are
strange, distance barriers that can’t be reached by public transportation. It is so
hard to realize these barriers and so hard to assist other people when we don't see
these barriers ourselves. North House is trying to assist people who have been
passed by because they no longer fit in the system.

As affluent Canadians we give generously at Christmas time — to the food banks, to
charities, to Christmas hampers and that's good and that’s okay but we are still
looking at the world from a point of privilege. Somehow we must do more to
understand the issue of poverty and often we can only do that by volunteering our
time to serve in even the smallest way to help change the system or help someone
else to beat the system.

This Christmas your greatest gift to those in poverty, would be to volunteer some
time to a local charity. All of us at North House thank you for your past generosity
and extend our best wishes to you and yours and hope that St. Nicholas will be
there for you.

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Thursday November 22" was National Housing Day, commemorating the day in 1998 that the Big City
Mayor’s Caucus of the Federation of Canadian Municipalities declared homelessness to be a national disaster.

Nine years later the housing crisis in Canada and closer to home, in North Durham is worse than ever.

Four thousand families are currently on the waiting list for affordable housing in Durham and the current wait
time in north Durham for families is 3-5 years and for singles it is greater than 10 years. More than 1,700
people (including children) used emergency hostels in 2006, and the number of children living in poverty in
Durham Region is increasing. The response to this growing crisis has been the development of 286 new rental
units since 1995.

Cuts in federal, provincial and territorial governments housing spending over the past two decades has led to a
lack of affordable housing supply which has triggered increases in homelessness in most parts in Canada.

The nation-wide affordable housing crisis and growing homelessness is not only hurting individuals and
families, but it is also disrupting communities, putting a drag on the economy and driving up the cost of health
care and social services.

In May of 2006, a United Nation’s committee of experts meeting in Geneva to review Canada’s housing
performance labeled the lack of affordable housing and homelessness a “national emergency” and called for
new funding and concerted action.

What does this crisis look like in North Durham? We do not see people in sleeping bags sleeping on our main
streets, but we do see families doubled up in over crowded apartments, adult children returning to live with
parents, and the migration of community members to larger urban centres in search of higher paying
employment.

With average rental prices in North Durham exceeding provincial averages, and minimum wage levels at their
present rate, families cannot afford to live in our beautiful communities. The communities of North Durham are
wonderful places to live and raise children, but only for those that can afford to do so. People who make
minimum wage or slightly higher can not afford to live in North Durham. While affordable housing does exist
there are not enough units to house the number of families unable to afford market rents.

The solutions to this dilemma are not simple, but a first step would be to increase the number of affordable
units in our communities. Another opportunity is for landlords to consider the Housing Allowance Program,
administered by Durham Region Housing, which offers a rental subsidy to landlords in order to make their

rental units more affordable to people on the subsidized housing waiting list.

National Housing Day is an opportunity for Canadians to stop for a minute and think about the housing
situation in our country and to start thinking about where opportunities exist to start changing the situation.
North House is well aware of the stress that the lack of affordable housing is causing families.

North House brought the homelessness dilemma to light at Joseph Gould Public School by reading to Grades
1-3 from the children’s book “The Cardboard Shack Beneath the Bridge” by Tim Huff. The book was then
donated to the school library for other children to enjoy and learn from.
